Hello, confirmation youth and families,

It may still feel like summer, but the days are getting shorter and it’s time to think about confirmation. Confirmation classes (and the Affirmation of Baptism service that concludes those three years) are an important step in the faith development of your child. Please plan to attend the parent/student information night at church on Wednesday, September 13th at 6:00pm. Please note that there will be no dinner or worship on Wednesday nights this year.   
If you are a parent of a 9th grade confirmation student, Affirmation of Baptism (Confirmation) worship will take place for them on Sunday, October 29th at 10:30 a.m.  All 9th grade students will receive a separate email with details about their requirements.
Frequently Asked Questions:
What is Confirmation/Confirmation class? 

Confirmation class is a three-year ministry program (grades 6-8, confirming in fall of 9th grade) that provides instruction in the Christian faith. At the end of the three-year program, a student can choose whether to confirm their faith. The promises that were made in baptism, often as an infant, are now owned and lived out in the life of the young person being confirmed. It is important not to think of confirmation as a graduation, but a choice to own one’s faith and live it out as an adult member in the church.
How do I sign up?

Please use this link (https://forms.gle/TZSoarqe1oerBEzEA) to register your child for confirmation even if they have attended in the past. We are trying to update our database, so your information on this form will help us in that process.

What will my youth experience during the confirmation time? Confirmation classes will meet on Wednesdays from 6:00-7:30pm in the Cornerstone. Parents are invited to join us for our large group opening, and then return to the main building to wait for their student. 
How much does confirmation cost?

Any retreats will be held at Camp Onomia. All other costs are covered. The cost for the retreat is $120 per person. We are asking families to pay half of that cost.   Checks can be made out to Long Lake Lutheran Church. Please know that we don’t want anyone to miss out on the retreat because of money. Scholarships are available upon request. If you would like to provide a financial donation toward scholarships, you are welcome to do so. If you would like to donate to help defray other costs in confirmation (books, activities etc.) we are happy to accept them as well, although they aren’t required.
What are the requirements?

Because this is a time of instruction, we expect that you would commit to:
· Worship as a family at least twice a month
· Serve others 15 hours per year (this can be inside and outside of the church)
· Acolyte at least twice (this can count towards your 15 service hours)
· Attend and participate weekly in your Wednesday small group

· Participate in the Confirmation retreat
· Complete 15 sermon notes per year 
We will have full details on the above expectations at the 
Parent & Youth Meeting on Wednesday, Sept. 13 at 6:00pm.

Please also plan on joining us on Rally Sunday (September 10th) for a special Blessing of the Backpacks at either service. We are encouraging all students and teachers to bring their backpacks so we can bless them as we head into another year of school. We will have information for students of all ages (Sunday School and Confirmation) in the Cornerstone that day. Worship services this year will be at 8:30am (traditional) and 10:30am (contemporary), with Sunday School for ages 3 years old through grade 5 from 9:15-10:15am.
